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Mildred’s Lane welcomes a new age of curiosity — activating
the nexus of science, life experience, and critical
artistic practices. This unique situation, in the woods and
the town, affords unique opportunities for participants to
collaborate in the production of large-scale, research-
driven, and conceptual (art) projects — reassembling the
terms of the everyday within a genulnely transdisciplinary
environment. This emergence is activated around a variety
of events, workshops, performances, fleld trips, and
lectures by an array of invited creative practitioners in
the summer months and then provides a beautiful year-round
resldency for creatives, destination guests, and groups.

At Mildred’s Lane, we are interested in new modes of belng
in the world — evoking a social and political entanglement
that incorporates questions such as; 1) our relations to
people and the environment, 2) systems of labor, 3) forms
of dwelling, 4) cloth and clothing apparatuses, and 5) most
importantly, creative domesticating. All of which compose
the ethics of comportment. Strategically integrated into
our daily working-living- researching-making 18 a co-
evolving and rigorous engagement with every aspect of life
— that we call workstyles — being is the practice.

These constructions are designed to cultivate shared
experiences with the potential for transformative and
lifelong effects on how we think of ourselves as social
practitioners working in the world.

As you all know, Mildred’s Lane has been navigating
challenges to ite sustainability over the last several yea
ensure our collective legacy, we are all looking to the fu
and the changes required to grow.

I want to announce out loud that I am stepping as.
from my role as Ambassador of Entanglement. It is time. I put
aside so many pevsonal projects and interests for over a decade
to aet out increasingly demanding executive and administrative
roles—in other words, being the director of Mildred’s Lane. It is
far more than one person can mentally and physically do, yet all
have been labors of love for art, friends, landscape — LIFE!

I have been living in this expanded garment of a
landscape for so long, raising a child, witnessing friends and
colleagues come and go —expressing themselves, taking and making
a emall bit of its history — I feel it deeply, intimately. But
now I see that it needs some mending, which requires thought,
care, and calm retrospect. The next phase for me i8 emerging — a
new, more focused role — a Land Stewardship to Mildred’s Lane.

Land Stewarding is a way to pattern and tailor the
landscape, establishing a stronger ecological program. Mearmwhile,
I will clear the path for a new executive gemeration for
Mildred®s Lane. I would like to introduce those brave souls who
are helping me in this transition from Ambassador of
Entanglement, until we establish a rotating directorial
position.

Alex A. Jones (she/her) is now acting as Minister of Strategic
Possibilities (one of seventeen Labors of Mildred’s Lane, this
one initiated by Abby Lutz, whose ongoing collaborations with me
include A Guide to the Field Project). Alex is helping to
manifest and co-curate new conceptual potentialities for this
mutable subject of Mildred’s Lane. Nick Bemnett (he/him) is now
acting as Ambassador of Transhistorical Agency (another one of
the Labors; Natalie Wilkin earved out this labor in all aspects
of life here during her residency from 2011-2014). Niek’s labor
of communication and administration ie the core of the greater
project. He will be eritically negotiating entanglements
forward.

Now, to the future: 2023 brings new turns for
Mildred’s Lane and the Mildred Complex(ity). The future of our
lives and work depends on healthy ecology; hence, we put
environmental conservation at the forefront of our artistic
agenda. Mildred’s Lane is becoming a comservation land trust,
shifting our attention to an immovative experiment in creative
ecologies, ineluding all ereative non-human life.

I am exeited to share a new piece published in the
March 2023 issue of Friesze, which speaks to the heart of this
vigion, framing Mildred’s Lane in terms of sustainability and
regeneration.

All Together Now

MILDRED'S LANE i$ an art complex

in rural Pennsylvania bordering
Narrowsburg, New York, on

the Upper Delaware River Valley
National Park. Mildred's Lane
consists of a home, a forest and
aconstantly evolving event site,
hosting artists and thinkers from
around the world who participate
in and invent new forms of social
engagement. Collaborators stay
with us throughout the year but, in
the warmer months, dozens swarm
for sessions convened around
special topics or projects, which are
co-curated with visiting artists and
scholars. Qur network grows mostly
by word of mouth and is self-
selecting: all you need do to come
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here is send a letter of interest.
Hundreds of creative minds have

flourished in this landscape, and
you can feel it as you come up the
long dirt lane through the woads,
a bumpy half-mile journey which
is often described as an initiation
of sorts. As one local carpenter said
1o us years ago: ‘Coming over the

hill is like coming through a portal:

we stop all our chatter and become
silent and curious”

There are dozens of discreel
landscape interventions and art
installations at Mildred’s Lane, as
well as a long list of past happen-
ings. We are all entangled beings
here, experimenting with ideas
and with one another - sometimes

uncomfortably, but more often in
wonderment - from the skilled
artists who construct vernacular
dwellings to the cultivated mildew
that later blooms across their
canvas walls. Raccoons scamper
in the eaves of the Barn Lyceum
(1997-ongoing) during evening
lectures, making their nests as we
exchange conversation, In early
summer, seasonal colonies of bat
pups learning to fly fall from the
cracks of 200-year-old outbuildings.
Hickory nuts drop and bang sharply
upon the roof of the Lunar Camp
(2015-ongoing) in autumn, startling
the sleepers. Each year, the small-
mouth bass in the Algorithmic Pond
Project (2006-ongoing) grow larger.

Some visitors swear that Mildred
Steflens, the property’s previous
owner who died here In 1986, still
inhabits the old homestead, which
has been rechristened The Mildred/
Lillie Archacology Profect (1997 ongo
ing). Il there are spirits afoot, they
are as likely those ol the Lenape
people, from whom this land was
once stolen.

Atluning ourselves to trans
historical entanglements
for new notions of what crez
practice can be, particularly outside
the conlines of the academy, the
commercialized art world and the
urban metropolis. Sustaining an
anti-institution requires rigorous
training, and new behavioural codes
for living in the wild at Mildred’s
Lane must constantly be devised.

A site-specific language that we
call "Workstyles” has co-evolved
through experimental activities. The
language of Workstyles describes
our ‘creative domesticating’, or the
fluctuating forms of labour focused
on environmentally sound living,
social relations, forms of dwelling
and aesthetic systems. Workstyles
embodies an ‘ethics of comportment”
- our rigorous engagement with
every aspect of life, our relations to
each other and to the site itself.
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A whimsical lexicon has evolved
from this practice Instead of an
Institutional director, Mildred's
Lane has an ‘Amba
Entanglement’ o curator/st
who ortents residents 1o the s
people and projects. "Masters of
Applied Complex(ity) are artists
who build, repair and maintain
the landscape’s architectures and
experimental constructions. The
‘Ministry of Comfort’ raises the bar

In sustainable houschold mechanics,

performing a sort of radical home-
making. A Workstyles card deck
manages and redistributes labour,
disrupting the predictability of daily
chores, Someone is always in charge
ol *Hooshing, a form of conceptually
charged styling, cleaning and arrang-
ing that heightens engagement with
the environment. Dining is sup-
planted by ‘Digestion Choreography’,
which turns everyday meals into
the signature collaborative artform
of Mildred's Lane: emergent events
that intermix foraging, gastronomy,
installation art and social practice
in equal measure.

world, Creative domesticating is our
version of the Gesamtkunstwerk, or
the total work of art. [t does not take
for granted the labours that often
fall into capitalistic fissures, which
are typically relegated to workers
valued even less than artists. All
residents of Mildred's Lane are
thinking through problems of living,
such as eliminating waste - whether
through the rejection of single-use
plastics (unaesthetic as well as
environmentally destructive) or
the conviction that cooking and
cleaning are not ‘a waste of time',
but creative acts in themselves.
Mildred’s Lane is part of a
lineage of experimental aesthetic
communities in northeastern
United States. The Shakers, with
their luminous efficiencies and
radical model of gender equality,
first came to New York state in
1774, about 100 miles away from
Mildred's Lane, The members of
their community inspired the world
with their ways of dancing, making
and communal living. The Shakers
are now dead (celibacy was one of
their central tenets, after all), but
their art/life concept lives on in the
outsize aesthetic legacy of their fur-
niture and architecture, Functional
and austerely beautiful, Shaker
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design anticipated minimalism by
several generations. In this tradition.
Mildred's Lane deeply binds utopian
ism o aesthetic intention,

Around the same time as the
Shaker experiment peaked in the
mid-19th century, Transcendentalism
also flourished in the woods,
Mildred's Lanc has fostered tics 1o
the Transcendentalists: a re-creation
of Henry David Thoreau’s house
at Walden Pond is the basis of an
ongoing vernacular architecture
project here. entitled Mildred's Lane
Renovating Walden (2010~present).
An even greater influence upon
the philosophy of Mildred's Lane
is the Transcendentalist Margaret
Fuller, whose bold writing abour
women's labour sparked the fire
of American feminism.

Radical collectives face many
challenges to sustainability:
overrated individualisms cause
regrettable schisms; hierarchies
emerge, undermining the common
good: and capitalism strangles every
last breath out of the collective spirit.
Most experimental communities
before us have managed to break free
from society for only short priods.
Like wildfires, experimentsg.are up
Lo destroy the old and sce,. the new;
Lhey die when they've Exhausted
their resources. Then there is simply
entropy - you might say aging - to
contend with. Mildred’s Lane is no
stranger to these challenges. The
most recent threats to our contin-
uing explorations are local zoning
laws that define ‘home" according
to standardized codes - those
schema we seek to transgress!

We are all entangled

beings here,
experimenting
with ideas and with

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Our goal is 1o establish a land
trust that will preserve this idiosyn
cratic site and its transhistorical
legacy. This requires fundraising,
facility renovations to satisfy zoning
laws, a legal framework to secure
and share what we have, as well as
other institutional trappings. To get
there, Mildred’s Lane must reconcile
two apparent opposites: wildfire
and sustainability. Sustainability
is about perpetual adaptation, as
well as burning the old to sow the
new. Our structures are constantly
collapsing and being rebuilt. This
cyele is mirrored by ane of our
rituals at Mildred's Lane: at the end
of each session, a sculptural bonfire
is created and burned, representing
the conceptual completion and
destruction of what was before.

With limited resources, we
hope not 1o burn out completely
before reaching our goal, We
swarm around the fire, rearranging,
readapting and reimagining the
fragile combustibility of exchange
and collaboration - preserving the
wild and ever-emergent community
of Mildred's Lane ’

VIROSA Presents: Degenerate Cinema 1s an exhibition of
experimental film, prints, and sculpture by the collective
VIROSA (Alex A. Jones, Bryan McGovern Wilson, Cameron

Klavsen). Two recent narrative short films will be on view, both
with deep ties to Mildred’s Lane. Poor Maglec is a surrealist
short about a foolish magician in pursuit of his shadow, which
was filmed at Mildred’s Lane during the pandemic lockdown of
2020. Fishbowl, an experimental narrative about a man who breaks
into a museum to clean fossils by night, was edited at Mildred’s
Lane in the deep winter of 2022 following filming in Los Angeles
and Brooklyn. In addition to the fllms, VIROSA will exhibit
objeects in materials including glass, paper, clay, and 3D-
printed plastic which have emerged from their practice of
«degenerate cinema”—llke radioactive decay, fragments emitted
from an unstable center.

A small group of Mildred Fellows / resident-artists-in-
complex(ity) will collaborate on Mildred’s Lane repalirs and
maintenance. Each year we work for six weeks or more workstyling
intensely: cleaning up the landscape and garden, repailring
outbulldings and artist projects, and re-configuring domestic
systems. We will dig deep into the framework of WORKSTYLES (noun
and verb), our site-specific system of labor focused on
environmentally-sound living, social relations, and aesthetics.
Workstyles embodies our rigorous conceptual engagement with the
maintenance of this land-based and dwelling-based project. It is
our version of the Gesamtkunstwerk, or the total work of art

The core of the practice and the educational philosophy at
Mildred's Lane 1s an attempt to collectively create new modes of
being in the world. This idea incorporates questions of our
relatlon to the environment, systems of labor, forms of dwelling,
clothing apparatuses, and inventive domesticating, all of whiech
form an ethiecs of comportment embodied in workstyles. As a
student at Mlldred’s Lane, these issues will be negotiated daily
through the rethinking of one’s collective involvements with
food, shopping, making, styling, gaming, sleeping, reading, and
thinking. The total space of the domestic will be part of the
course of study.

ALASTAIR GORDON: PATTERN
RECOGNITION #2

Alastair Gordon’s drawings are reflections on time, memory,
patlience, and what William Gibson called “pattern recognition”,

simple markings and scratchings layered over rudimentary grid
substrates. Alastair 1s also an author and critie. His books are
about art, utopla, the buillt environment, and what Gaston
Bachelard called the poetics of space. His drawings are fields of
observation and duration. He draws with powdered pigments bound
with gum arabic and black ink made from fermented carbon and
pine-tree resin. The process 1s slow and repetitive, in the
trance-like spirit of Henri Michaux’s mescaline drawings from the
1950s and 1960s, works that began as written texts but turned
into abstract émergences.

With thousands of years of coevolutlon and creative emergence,
it might’ve been different here now but because of centurles
of dominant cultural neglect for the nonhuman world, the
Northeastern Deciduous Forests are in trouble. The Ash trees
are dead, the Hemlocks are dying, and Maples are next to fall
to fast-spreading diseases linked to climate change.

ARBOREAL(ITY) is a study into the possibilities of
collaborating with the forest of Mildred's Lane, while
navigating numerous challenges to its sustainablility, not least
as the Ash and Hemlock trees — two of the land’s principal
populations — quickly succumb to pestilent insect species. This
July and August, we will bring together foresters,
conservationists, and artists to envision and reconsider the
meanings of a landscape’s lifespan and legacy. We will be
Joined by Trevor Tochydlowski of the Wayne County Conservation
District, and Jullan Maza of the Pennsylvania Department of
Conservation and Natural Resources, among other experts.

This swarming initiates a new project, WORKING (Withering)
WILDS, conceived by Land-Steward-in-Resldence J. Morgan Puett.
It 1s a new emergent collaboration with the non-human community
of Mildred's Lane. The ‘collaborative’ is too vast to list
here. They are hidden, overlooked, and yet to be identified
through experience. An old Lenape Trail in the woods holds
biological and ghostly secrets and stories that emerge from
direct engagement. The collaborative observes and intersects
with the labors of the forest. A factory in the forest —
mending, infusing, melting. Emergent possibilities include
trees, insects, blirds, mammals, rocks, streams, earth, and
microscopic beings. An ecological collective becoming,
awakening senses for those who enter and readdressing our
understanding of nature and landscape by escaping the rooted
behaviors of the Capiltalocene and Anthropocene.
